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TEST FEST 2010 Call For Artists
Deadline: Sept. 7
Test Fest 2010 is a temporary environmental art installation show located in the Skiles Test Nature Park. The focus of the show is on temporary works made with what materials are available in the park itself. This call is open to all artists of all ages and experiences. 

Test Fest 2010 will be held on October 16 rain or shine, at Skiles Test Nature Park, an 80-acre park located on the northeast side of Indianapolis. It was the former homestead of Mr. Skiles Edward Test and after his passing the land was given to Indianapolis Parks. The park has several gravel trails and is seen from the highway. 

Made for Each Other is looking for 6 artists or teams of artists to develop environmental installations using found materials within in the park. (Sticks, leaves, mud, stone, scrap metal, etc.) All works must be made of materials found within the park. Subject matter should be suitable for a mixed ages audience. 

All art will be created within the Golden Eagle nature trail and be visible from the trail. All works should be temporary and be made with materials found within the park. All artworks must be removed (or created in a way that it will return to nature on its own) soon after Test Fest 2010 is done. 

All artworks will be created before or during Test Fest. Artists must be available during Test Fest from 10 a.m. until 4 p.m. Artists are also responsible for documenting their work for a later show of this documentation. Selected artists will be given a $500 stipend to help cover cost of time/travel.  

Requirements for Submission (Deadline Sept. 7 at Midnight)


- 6 images of recent work (Multiple views of one piece is allowed, but 


count toward your 6 image limit.  Images shouldn't exceed 1.8 MB and 


should be in .jpeg format. Images should be numbered and correspond 


with an included image list.)  


- Up to date Resume


- Current Artist Statement
All submissions will be reviewed by members of the Made for Each Other Project and artists will be chosen based on the quality of their work, appropriateness for the site, and past exhibition history.  Artists will be announced the during the First Friday opening in September.
